A new fishing pier acces-
sible to disabled people,
including those confined o
wheelchairs, has been opened
to the public at Temescal
Regional Recreation Area,
Oakland.

In ceremonies on Septem-
ber 25, the pier was dedicated
in memory of Robert Clinton
Lee, son of Dr. and Mrs,
Clinton Lee of Oakland.

The Lee family was in-
strumental in fund-raising
efforts for the pier.

Speakers at the dedication
ceremony included members
of the Lee family; Richard
Spees of the Alameda-Contra
Costa Regional Parks Founda-
tion; David Lewis of the
Center For Independent
Living in Berkeley; and
Harlan Kessel of the Park

District Board of Directors.

| Construction of a disabled

access pier at Lake Temescal
was the idea of Dr. Lee, who
is an avid fisherman. The
Foundation suggested that the
pier might be an appropriale
memorial to Robert Lee, and
the family concurred.

Funds were raised partly
through a benefit buffet
dinner-dance sponsored ear-
lier this year by the Black Tie
Fishing Committee, family
and friends of the Lees.

Besides the new pier at
Temescal, the District has
started a three-year program
1o improve disabled access at
Roberts Regional Recreation
Area in Oakland.
